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North Carolina has the second-largest state-maintained highway system in the nation, incorporating
over 78,615 miles of highways. North Carolina is intersected by five major interstate highways —
Interstates 26, 40, 77, 85, & 95. Same-day access is available to all US Eastern Markets.
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Interstate 40 runs east to west through Catawba County.
Interstate 77 is accessible within one-half hour via Interstate 40 East. Interstate 85 is accessible

within one-half hour via US Highway 321 South. Interstate 26 is accessible within one and a half

hours via Interstate 40 West. Interstate 95 is accessible within 3 hours via Interstates 40 East and 77
South.

Two US Highways intersect Catawba County — US Highways 70 and 321.

Five State Highways run through Catawba County — State Highways 10, 16, 18, 127, and 150.
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
